Lifelong education institutes administered by the primary and secondary school as well as a
higher education institution

- Institutes affiliated with a company: Lifelong education institutes founded and administered by
a company or department store etc, as amenities

- Institutes affiliated with NGOs: Lifelong education institutes founded by a civic group (NGO)
that has more than 300 registered members at the administrative office as a legal entity. Such
institutes affiliated with NGOs deliver educational programs or curriculum to the general public
as well as civic group members

- Institutes affiliated with media organizations: Lifelong education institutes administered by media
organizations, such as newspaper companies and broadcasting station

B. Independent type
- Cyber Lifelong Education Institution: Lifelong education institutions whereby they offer distance

learning programs and provide a variety of curriculum to unspecified individuals via information
technology and communication media

- Knowledge & HRD (Human Resource Development): Lifelong education institution aiming to
develop human resources through the provision of curriculum and training program, whereby
they have a liaison with a company or the Ministry of Employment and Labor

C. Dedicated type
- Provincial Institute for Lifelong Education: Educational institutes established or designated/

administered, as a school foundation, by local governors, following the Presidential Decree.
Such provincial institutes for lifelong education provide information and opportunities for lifelong
education in local areas and consulting services to potential learners, as well as administer a
variety of lifelong education programs and engage in communication and liaisons with other
institutions for lifelong education
- Lifelong Learning Center: Lifelong educational centers founded and designated by the

Superintendent of Education or established by local government. Such centers administer a
variety of lifelong learning programs targeting local residents, provide residents with information
for lifelong learning and training programs, as well as conduct research for lifelong/continuing
education.

D. Compound type
- Private Institute : Educational institutes where an individual delivers in lectures or training for

knowledge, skills, and arts: (a) for the specific number of learners or unspecified students,

which are determined by Presidential Decree, for more than 30 days, or (b) where an educational

facility provided as a learning space for more than 30 days

% Only private institutes for lifelong education are counted, not private institutes for formal
education for particular subjects (e.g., math), in the report for Statistics of Lifelong Education.

2. Semi Non—-Formal Lifelong Education Institution

A. Lifelong education institution for Primary and Secondary Education
- Civic High School: secondary and vocational educational institutions for those who missed the

opportunities for middle school course and now exceeded the age limit for entering middle
school or adults.

- Trade High Schools: professional and technical educational institutions with a 1 to 3 year
program for those who have completed middle school curriculum.

- Miscellaneous Schools: Educational institutions, which are similar to elementary, middle, high
and special schools. These institutions have different academic years, entrance requirements
and academic qualifications, etc.

- Open Middle School: Educational institutions that provide curriculum for middle school level to
learners via broadcasting and correspondence

- Open High School: Educational institutions that provide curriculum for high school level to
learners via broadcasting and correspondence

- Accredited Lifelong Education Facilities and Schools: Lifelong learning centers (or institutes or
institutions) that provides learners with degree for either elementary, middle, or high school,

in accordance with Article 31(2) of the Lifelong Education Act.

- Civic Schools: Elementary educational institutions with a three—year program for those who
missed the opportunity for elementary education and now exceeded the age limit for entering
elementary school.

% The status of ‘Civic school and ‘Industrial High School” and ‘Special Evening Classes for
Working Youth'are excluded because there’s no current status of operating schools.

B. Lifelong education institution for Primary and Secondary Education
- Air & Correspondence University : Educational institutions that (a) provide learners with educational

opportunities for higher education via broadcasting and correspondence, (b) cultivate people of
ability necessary for local society and nation, and (c) contribute to promoting the development
of lifelong education with convenience and flexibility

= Industrial University: Educational institutions that provide learners with educational opportunities
for higher education as well as cultivate people of workforce contributing to the development
of local society and nation, in particular for people who intend to study and acquire academic
or professional knowledge and skills required for working in the industry

- Technical College(Undergraduate, Junior College): Educational institutions that provide the
project-based education or market-driven technical education they need and employers
demand in an industrial site as well as ultimately transform learners into professionals with
strong academics, knowledge, and skills

- Miscellaneous School(Undergraduate, Junior College): Educational institutions equivalent level
to university, including Christian university, University for the Arts, and Buddhist University

- Distance/Cyber University(Undergraduate, Junior College): Educational institutions that provide
an online educational experience to anyone, anytime, and anywhere via broadcasting and
correspondence as well as focus on delivering accredited degrees equivalent to bachelor, only
if learners acquire a minimum credit for graduation

- College in the Company(Undergraduate, Junior College): Educational institutions (not as a school
foundation) sponsored and administered by a company where they provide learners those who
not able to afford to go to university with accredited degrees and certificates, by taking in—house
education during a particular period

- Polytechnic College: Educational institutions that provide learners with degree—oriented
multi—functional engineers courses and vocational training, as a junior college under the Higher
Education Act.

- Specialized College: As a high technical school offering and administering specialized majors
under the Primary and Secondary Education Act, educational institutions as lifelong education
institution that provides learners with accredited degrees equivalent to the degree of junior

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college with the approval of the Minister of Education
- Special Graduate School: A graduate school providing professionals or general adults with
continuing education

3. Lifelong Education System

A. Academic Credit Bank Systems (ACBS)

In accordance with "Act on Credit Recognition. (No. 13229), the Academic Credit Bank system
aims not only to recognize diverse learning experiences accumulated not only in—school but
also out-of—school but also to provide learners with opportunities to obtain a degree, ultimately
fostering a lifelong learning society.

- Accredited courses: Courses that are recognized as credits because the learning course offered
by an academic institution with the Academic Credit Bank System (e.g., institutes affiliated
with higher education, vocational training institutes, private institutes, and miscellaneous) has
a quality level corresponding to that of a university.

- Established courses: A list of established courses among accredited courses depending on
students'needs

— Number of classes: the number of classes for established courses for a year

- Student enrollments by type of institutions: the number of course—takers enrolled in the institutions
accredited by the Academic Credit Bank System (ACBS)

- Student enrollment: the number of students enrolled in the registration in the Academic Credit
Bank System (ACBS)

B. Bachelor's Degree Examination

The Bachelor's Degree Examination seeks to foster the goal of lifelong education and contribute
to individual self-realization and the development of the national society by providing learners
with opportunities to obtain a bachelor's degree for a self-educated person. Those self-educated
people who pass the national exams will be awarded a bachelor's degree and receive equal
treatment to students who graduated from university.

- By Type of training: Classification of program curriculum into seven major field (i.e., social science,
sociology, education, science, medicine & pharmacy, and arts) and such classification further
categorized in three hierarchical ways, that is, top category, sub category 1, and sub category
2 (% See Appendix 2).

- By Theme: According to Article 2(1) of the definition of Lifelong Education declared in Lifelong
Education Act, classification of program curruiulm into six categories (i.e., Complementary
Education Program, Basic Education & Literacy Programs for Adults, Developing Vocational
Competencies, Liberal Arts, Culture and Arts, and Civic Participation)

2. Instructor

A. Standard date for investigation: December 31, 2021

B. Research subject: A(n) instructor who is under contract with lifelong education institutions
at the time of the investigation standard date, including all nationality (i.e., a Korean and
a foreigner)

C. Instructor working less than a year: A(n) instructor who has started to work at the relevant
institution on January 1, 2021 or later

D. Professor/Instructor working for a year or longer
- A(n) professor/instructor who has continuously provided service throughout one year
- A(n) professor/instructor who has taught courses only for months throughout one year (i.e.,

2021 year), but consistently providing teaching courses within this institution before December

- Regular full-time employees: An employee who is eligible for the full benefits package (e.g.,
retiring allowance), subject to the terms, conditions, and limitations of office regulations as well
as is under a contract for a year or a longer period
- Temporary full-time employees: An employee whose contract period is more than a month
but less than 12 months as of the standard date for the investigation
